$100,000 USD, this prize empowers attendees to select the most outstanding
work of the fair. Unlike traditional juried awards, the winner is chosen by public
vote, and the prize is divided equally between the artist and their representing
gallery.

e Conversations and Panels: International experts will lead discussions on
critical global art topics, providing valuable insights into contemporary trends.

e ZOONAMACO Art Week: Extending beyond the fair, this initiative features
exhibitions and events at Mexico City’s leading cultural institutions, including
Museo Universitario de Arte Contemporaneo (MUAC), Museo Jumex, Museo
Nacional de Arte (MUNAL), Museo del Palacio de Bellas Artes, Museo Kaluz,
Museo de Arte Moderno (MAM), and Museo Tamayo.

Zélika Garcia, founder of Z&ONAMACO, holds a degree in Arts from the Universidad de Monterrey.
She began her career promoting art in northern Mexico’s galleries, which led her to establish
ZOONAMACO in 2002 with her first fair, Muestra, in Monterrey, followed by Muestra 2 in Mexico City
in 2003. Under her leadership, Z&ONAMACO has grown into Latin America’s largest and most
influential art fair platform, expanding its scope to include Z&ONAMACO DISENO (2011), SALON
DEL ANTICUARIO (2014), and Z&OONAMACO FOTO (2015). In 2023, she founded ABC Art Baja, a
festival enriching Baja California’s cultural scene. Garcia is internationally recognized for her
contributions and serves as a juror on several prestigious art committees.
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
